Quantity Machine Prints

Quantity prints are an excellent alternative to four color litho reproduction.

Each image is pre tested for color and density. We strongly recommend you ask for a test print for long production
runs. Test prints will be charged at machine print prices.

If no test print is requested, Tri-Color is the sole judge of color, density and cropping.

Prices are based on quantities from the same negative or digital file.

If burning, dodging or special cropping is required, additional fees may apply during file preparation.

To be absolutely sure you are getting exactly what you want as far as cropping, we recommend you use LabPrints to
submit your orders. LabPrints has many options that will allow you to edit and crop the images yourself before
submitting them to us for printing.

Our premium canvas mounting service utilizes only the highest grade canvas available. Our technique consists of
stripping the photograph's emulsion from its paper backing and applying it to the canvas.

Our process uses an acid free adhesive in combination with pressure and heat. This technique delivers a deep, natural
texture with random irregularities.

These canvas-mounted prints can then be stretched on premium stretcher bars, mounted on 1/4" pressure treated
masonite or 3/16" gator board.

Selective dodging, burning, blurring, removal of areas of the background or objects,
creative edges, watercolor impressions, special effects, or adding/removing colors.

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RESTORATION SERVICES

Restoration is a process provided to repair a damaged or faded image. We do no work to your original print, we will
make a new print after digitally restoring the image.

Through digital image manipulation we will do our best to bring an old, dull or yellowed photo back to life, your
treasures from the past will become family treasures for the future.

Pricing is determined on a photo-by-photo basis. We carefully review the extent of the damage to your photo and
provide an estimate as to the cost of the restoration process. When you confirm that you want us to proceed, we will
then begin to digitally restore your photograph.

In order to fairly quote a project we would have to actually see the photo(s) that is in need of restoration. Please do
not call and ask for a quote over the phone prior to us seeing the photo to be restored. Prices depend on the quality of
your photograph and the required amount of work you desire for restoration. We can only determine a quote by
evaluating the actual photograph.

some of the restoration services we provide are:

Eliminating scratches, cracks, spots, tears, creases, stains, and markings on the original photo, background changes,
replacement of missing parts of the image, repair of unusual cracks, removal of persons or objects in the photo.

RETOUCHING SERVICES

All retouching will be done digitally. This technology provides a superior product at an affordable price and enables the
retouch artist to perform extensive retouching and corrections not previously possible. These changes are consistent
through all print sizes.

Prices for retouching may vary depending on the complexity of the image.

You should request an archival CD of the corrected images so you can order more prints from the retouched image in
the future.

Standard Retouching

Softening or removing lines or blemishes

Heavy Retouching

Extreme cases of acne, heavy bags and wrinkles, patchy skin. We will remove moles and freckles only if we are
instructed to do so.

Object Removal

If an object is to be removed from an image, something must be put into the image, or part of the image must be copied
to fill in the space. The complexity of the removal, and therefore how much time it will take, depends on the size of the
object to be removed, and availability of areas to clone from in the image.

Opening Eyes/Head Swap

When requesting to open the eyes of a subject, submit all of the negatives or digital files needed to transpose the
image. Submit both the image with the eyes closed and the image with the eyes open.

Giclée prints can be created through the use of high-resolution digital scans of the original artwork, negatives, or
digital camera files. These files are then printed onto acid free, archival grade papers offering exceptional permanence
and image quality. The giclée printing process provides excellent color accuracy, and a sophisticated look and feel.

As for quality, the giclée print now rivals the look of many traditional silver-halide printing processes and is commonly
found in museums and art galleries. The ability to print your limited editions on an as-needed basis makes the giclée an
economical and convenient alternative to four-color processes.

Prints may be ganged-up on larger full-sheets at no additional cost. Add the popular advantages of digital printing, such
as repeatability and custom printing on demand, and the result is an unbeatable combination. Fine art black and white
giclée prints yield exhibition quality images that provide expanded tonal range, image permanence and detail that is
unattainable through traditional processes.

Because of the differences in media, pigmented inks vs. oils, water colors or pastels etc. some colors may fall outside
of the printable color spectrum. During the proofing process we examine your original piece under our color correct
lights and work carefully to achieve a look that is as close to the original as possible with current technology.
Depending on the media you choose (Fine Art Paper or Canvas) some adjustments and test prints may be required for
the best print possible.

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Glass plate Negatives, Daguerreotypes, Ambrotypes and Tintypes

Antique photographs are rare, fragile and to some, priceless. We can reproduce these one of a kind pieces as giclée
prints or photographic prints for you to share and enjoy, while you store the original in a safe place.

We take the greatest care with these fragile works of art as they are irreplacable pieces of our history, and will be
treated as such with care and respect by our staff from the time they enter our posession, until they are returned.

Pricing is determined on a case by case basis. We need to see the original and evaluate it's condition before we can
quote a price.

The first photographs were not on paper like today's, but on a sheet of metal or glass. In 1839 a French artist named
Louis Daguerre perfected the Daguerreotype, a photograph made on a silver covered copper sheet.

Daguerreotype images are stoic. It took several minutes to expose the negative, meaning that the subjects had to sit or
stand completely motionless for the duration or ruin the photograph. You will find many subjects propped by a chair,
table or stand.

Unlike photography today where we can make many prints from a single negative, the Daguerreotype is the negative.
There were no duplicates. If you own a daguerreotype it is a '1-of-1.' These photographs are delicate and often held in
special cases.

The public was enamored with these images. The prices however was prohibitive, and subjects and owners were
usually middle-class to rich.
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The Ambrotype was made on a piece of glass, while the Tintype (aka ferrotype) was made on a piece of iron. As with
the Daguerreotypes, Ambrotypes and Tintypes have a black backing to correct the contrast, and the images are in
mirror reverse. While the Ambrotype was short-lived, the tintype was an especially cheap way to make photographs
and lasted until the early 20th Century. Many people collected Tintypes and housed them in special albums.

All prints are printed on Fuji Crystal Archive paper, Lustre surface
Glossy paper is available if required, at an additional cost.
All prints are printed borderless.
If we are asked to pick the best exposure or poses, our judgment will be final.
We will die-cut all 4 and 8 wallet units unless instructed otherwise or if the image is too tight.
35mm negatives do not lend themselves to certain print sizes in regards to cropping.

4x5, 5x7, 8x10, 11x14, 16x20, 20x24, 24x30, and 30x40 will render a crop that
does not show the entire file or negative.
4x6, 7x10, 8x12, 12x18, 10x15, 16x24, and 20x30 will show the entire negative.

Odd size prints are billed as the next print size up.

Digital Files:

Digital files do not render to most standard photo print sizes.
They are very similar to 35mm negative cropping.
Using LabPrints will show you exactly how your image will crop for any size ordered.

Matching Prints:

We will do our best to match guide prints that accompany your prints.
Different emulsion papers will not always allow for matching,
but we will come as close as possible.

Test Prints:

Test prints are available and recommended for volume orders.
Test prints will be charged if they are not returned or the order is not printed.
Test prints can add to lab schedule if they are not approved in a reasonable amount of time.
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
